The South Asian Legal Clinic of Ontario (SALCO) is hiring an Articling Student with generous 
funding from the Raj Anand and Lesley Valentine-Anand Foundation. SALCO is a 
community legal clinic funded by Legal Aid Ontario (LAO). We provide legal advice and 
representation to low-income South Asians in Ontario in a number of areas of law. We also 
do a significant amount of law reform work on issues that impact the communities that we 
serve.

SALCO is seeking an articling student for 2026-2027. Applicants must be available to start as 
soon as July 8, 2026 and be eligible to undertake articles in Ontario. The articling student will 
have a broad range of experiences including casework, law reform work, and public legal 
education. Articling will include assisting SALCO lawyers, handling your own caseload (with 
potential to take on tribunal hearings), creating and conducting public legal education, and 
participating in law reform and community development projects at the clinic.
